The Matter at Hand- Highlights for presenting a project status 
1. On May 3-5, 2020, you will be asked to present the status of the final projects
2. The purpose of the presentations is to receive opinions, comments and enlightenments from the College Commander, the academic staff (Prof. Yossi Ben Artzi, Dr. Doron Navot), Mabal staff, and your colleagues on the topic of research and progress, so that you can embed your work towards the end of writing.
3. For your consideration as to whether you would like to invite the academic facilitators to presentations (in accordance with the schedule that appears in the Appendix).
4. The presentations will be held in the plenum as directed by the Ministry of Health, or alternatively online.
5. Each group will receive 40 minutes for presentation and referral (up to 25 minutes for presentation and at least 15 minutes for references), and each individual participant 20 minutes (up to 13 minutes for presentation and at least 7 minutes for references). We will ask exhibitors, as a general rule, to write down their references and not respond to them in order to save time.
6. The presentation should reflect on each team member's research and emphasize the learning process and not just the content. We would like the presentation to include the following elements:
A. The motivation for choosing the topic and its contribution
B. The research question
C. The learning process - how did the learning take place (even beyond the research method), did you discover new things, were there things that stuck the process?
D. Main findings and gaps.
E. Dilemmas and deliberations at this stage of writing and research.
7. The number of slides is limited to a group of up to 18 slides and a single to 8 slides (it is recommended, generally, to reduce, in order to allow time for references).
8. Presentations must be submitted for translation by April 26, 2020, or alternatively, to prepare an English version.
9. In the appendix the distribution according to time of presentations .
