Iran

2) Iran is constantly increasing its presence in the region, transferring advanced weaponry to its
proxies; its forces in Syria and the Hezbollah Terror Army in Lebanon by land, air and sea.

3) In addition to Hezbollah's precision guided missile project, which Iran funds and directs, Iran is
capable of launching missiles at Israel from within its territory.

E3 countries should
make haste and support the mechanism in light of Iran's continued violations.

6) The Iranian people are paying a heavy price for the regime's dangerous policy (harming

thousands of civilians - deaths, injuries and arrests).

7) Soleimani was a dangerous figure, who was responsible for the death of thousands of
people and the destabilization of the Middle East. Like the rest of the world, Israel is

following the events closely and is prepared to defend itself and its interests.

C) Iraq

D) Syria

2) Hezbollah is expanding its entrenchment in southern Syria, near the border with
Israel, and is patrolling the area. This allows Hezbollah to gather intelligence and
creates a foundation for operations against Israel from Syria.

3) The Syrian regime is responsible for everything and anything originating from within
Syria, including enabling Iran's proxies to operate within its territory.

4) The IDF will continue to do all it takes to reduce Iran and its proxies' presence.

5) The IDF will continue to operate independently to ensure the security of the State of
Israel as it did before and during US presence in Northern Syria.

6) "No vacuum"; there is an increase in Russia's desire to influence the region, Russia
and the U.S. have an important role in cementing the future of Syria.

7) The IDF works tirelessly to avert weapon transfers including SSM, ASM, AAS and
UAVs in order to quash threats and maintain its military supremacy in the arena.

8) The IDF is closely following the deployment of S300 systems in Syria. This system
poses a threat to all aerial activity in this airspace. The IAF is familiar with the various
air defense systems and is well trained to face any threat.

E) Lebanon

1) Hezbollah's precision guided missiles project which is led, directed and funded by
Iran, includes the transformation of existing rockets into accurate missiles, in
addition to the manufacturing of missiles in production facilities in Lebanon. These
facilities were built in several regions, including Beirut, the Lebanon Valley and
southern Lebanon.

2) The Lebanese terror organization, Hezbollah, systematically breaches Resolution

1701: deploying military assets in southern Lebanon, surveying Israel through the

patrolling the BL.

Led by Iran, Hezbollah is fueling the economic crisis in Lebanon by destabilizing its

security - expending funds and alienating foreign investors.

The protests throughout Lebanon reflect yet again Hezbollah's negative involvement

in the State of Lebanon.

The IDF holds the State of Lebanon accountable for all of Hezbollah's actions carried

out from within its territory and will continue to do whatever it takes to remove all

threats to Israel.

The IDF will not allow Hezbollah to arm itself with advanced weaponry, particularly

precision guided missiles, and will do whatever it takes to prevent this.

The IDF's freedom of action in the Northern Arena is fundamental to our ability to

meet our goals of defending state borders; we will continue to maintain this

freedom to prevent Hezbollah's further force development and acquisition of

strategic weaponry.

The relative stability of the security conditions over the past 13 years is a testament

to the deterrence efforts against the Hezbollah Terror Organization and remains a

mutual interest on both sides of the border.

Economic sanctions are proving effective, further demonstrating the need for

International involvement in order to detach Lebanon from Hezbollah.

Implanting technological systems and devices along the BL will enable monitoring

underground activity, and preventing construction and operation of Cross-BL Attack

Tunnels in the future.

The "Defensive Engineering" project along the BL is part of the effort to expand

Israel's strategic depth; helping to foil Hezbollah's declared attack plan to conquer

the Galilee.

UNIFIL is an important tactical and strategic player in Southern Lebanon; the IDF

works in close coordination with UNIFIL on a daily basis.

The establishment of the Lebanese Government demonstrates Hezbollah's control

over the State:

e Hezbollah had a major role in the establishment of the current Lebanese
government, and is continuing to be an involved political force in the state while

exploiting it for terrorist purposes.

F) Palestinians

The incendiary and explosive balloons launched into Israeli territory could potentially
become an explosive factor and Hamas will be held accountable.

Finalizing an agreement is an important interest to us, however, it will depend on the
level of stability in this arena.

The IDF will continue to respond to the rockets fired at Israeli communities and the
arson terror, and will take operational, intelligence and technological efforts to
eliminate the threat of attack tunnels.

The IDF will continue to work tirelessly against any attempts by terrorist

organizations operating from within the Gaza Strip against Israeli sovereignty, its
civilians and its soldiers.

The IDF is improving its response to ground, underground, and maritime threats from
the Gaza Strip: over 45 kilometers of the inductive cement wall have been built, work
on the upper fence has begun, and tens of meters of the maritime obstacle have

been established.

Israel and the IDF's highest priority is the return of the bodies of IDF soldiers as well

as the Israeli civilians held by Hamas. Unless significant advances in regards to this

issue will be made, there will not be improvement in the civilian reality In Gaza.

The IDF makes tremendous efforts to maintain security stability, prevent terror and
preserve Palestinian daily life, despite hostile action by the Palestinian Authority in
the international arena (ICC), causing friction, and attempting to boycott Israeli goods
and services which could damage both the Palestinian and the Israeli economy.
Despite relative stability achieved, nationalistic hate crimes are a dangerous,
destabilizing phenomenon.

Hamas is working from the Gaza Strip to recruit terrorists, fund and direct terror
attacks in Judea and Samaria, all in an attempt to destabilize the area and to harm

the Palestinian daily life.

IDF security coordination with the Palestinian Authority is an important mutual

interest in preserving stability and continues as usual.

The IDF is continuing to implement the general Prevention Concept, which includes

consistent, accurate and discerning action, with inter-organizational cooperation.

This concept comes into play in several campaigns:

1) The campaign against Lone-wolf attacks through arrests.
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2) The campaign against illegal weaponry - taking action against the produ

of weapons and the closure of factories. In 2019, six hundred weapons were

seized, and fourteen factories closed, leading to a sharp rise in the price of
weapons in the region.

3) The campaign against terror funds - actions against the funding of terror, in
particular Hamas, as well as the confiscation of funds given to terrorists and
their families as incentive for terrorist activities.

4) The campaign against incitement - in social media, conventional media,

mosques, schools, politics and in the streets. The IDF is acting to mitigate

dangerous incitement by monitoring social media and through the use of
advanced technology.

f) The IDF adheres to a strict code of conduct and investigates where there is a
suspicion of behaviors that do not comply with our values and orders.

g) The IDF is making wide-spread intelligence gathering efforts in order to create a
"smart space" that will allow the immediate discovery of threats, and swift
neutralization of terrorists.

h) IDF cooperation with the Israel Security Agency has helped eliminate Hamas
infrastructure.

i) The IDFis prepared to take any and all steps to secure Israel's citizens in settlements
and points of friction to preserve their safety and prevent escalation.

G) Egypt and Jordan — these are important partners in stabilizing the region.
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
