BIOGRAPHY

Commodore Mark Davenport Hill was born in Adelaide in 1960 and joined the Royal Australian Naval Reserve in 1979 before transferring to the RAN. A Maritime Warfare Officer who sub-specialised in Mine Warfare, he has Commanded the RAN minesweeper Brolga and HMA Ships Brunei, Rushcutter and Gascoyne. In addition to his sea service, Commodore Hill has served ashore on Operations in East Timor, Iraq and Afghanistan. His second deployment to Afghanistan included a period as Commander, Task Group Afghanistan.
