MajGen (select) Jan Kazimierz Toft is an effective leader with a strong analytical mind. He is very goal­
oriented, energetic, and innovative in his pursuit for clear and tangible results. Throughout his extensive 
NATO (and related) postings he has consistently demonstrated good cultural and political awareness and 
understanding. This coupled with his leadership skills provides for sound and efficient conclusions and 
solutions to even very complex and politically sensitive issues - results that can be broadly accepted and 
supported by all 28 NATO nations. 
Due to his present position as National Military Representative (NMR) at SHAPE he has extensive up-to­
date insight and knowledge about current NATO issues. Adding this to his more than six years in NATO HQ 
(three years working for the Danish MILREP and three and a half years serving as Special Assistant to three 
different CMCs) and his operational experience from Afghanistan and the Libya Operations you get a very 
capable NATO officer that immediately can start producing results in IMS. 
During his tenures at NATO HQ he had the possibilities to follow and support the two latest NATO 
enlargement processes; hence he has a good understanding of e.g. what it takes on the military side to 
handle a Membership Acton Plan. 
As the Commander of the Air Control Wing and the Expeditionary Air Staff in Denmark he has focused 
extensively on creating and maintaining good relations with partner nations. For example he was 
instrumental to the idea (and later on the fact) that Swedish operators became an integral part ofthe 
Danish air C2 contingent in Afghanistan. This has led to further approaches for partner support in other 
operations. 
As Vice-Dean of the NMR Echelon at SHAPE he has taken the lead in trying to enhance the force 
generation process (the part of the process where the DSACEUR and the Force Generation Branch engage 
with the nations prior to the Force generation Conferences) to provide for more timely and precise 
requests to the nations - with the aim of enhancing the overall outcome of the force generation 
endeavors. 
In sum: MajGen (select) Jan Kazimierz Toft has a very solid NATO background, good leadership skills, and 
extensive strategic pol/mil understanding - the right mix to convert political decisions regarding 
cooperative security into feasible military policy and effective implementation.
