1 . Introduction. Reference A document was published as the "save the date" notification 
for the 2019 NATO Training and Exercise Conference (NTEC 19) that occurs in Budva, 
Montenegro on 20-21 February 2019.

2. NTEC 19 Aim. NTEC 19 provides a proactive forum for discussing and developing the
draft Military Training and Exercise Programme 2020-2024 (Annex B), in accordance with
SACEUR's Annual Guidance on Education, Training, Exercises, and Evaluation (ETEE) 2020
(SAGE 20). NTEC 19 focusses largely on exercise years 2020 and 2021. Furthermore, NTEC
