In this capacity, she oversaw all aspects of bilateral relations between Israel and six east African countries.
Born in Ramat Gan on 12 September 1969, she served in the Israel Defense Forces for two years, after which she earned a dual degree in Political Science and Cinema and Communications from Tel Aviv University. In the following years, Ms. Eilon Shahar completed her Master's in Public Policy and Administration from Tel Aviv University.
