General

1. Between the 26th – 29th of March, 2017 an academic tour of Israel's 44th National Defense College class will take place at NATO and the European Union's Headquarters in Brussels.  
2. Objectives of the tour: 

Familiarization of NATO and the EU as central organizations in the international system, granting them great influence on the important dimensions in Israeli national security, including: 

· Learning and deepening the understanding of the ways in which these organizations operate – the organizations' structures, main institutions, decision making patterns, and central challenges which they currently face.

· Studying the connections between these organizations and the Middle East, and the new challenges they face in this regard (radical Islam, etc.)

· Studying the scope of relations and connections between these organizations and Israel, as well as the current challenges and opportunities from developing these connections. 

· Familiarity with the activities of the embassy, Defense Attaché, representatives and Israeli institutions which operate with the organizations. 
3. The program for visit preparation included the following lectures:

· Review by the European Union Ambassador to Israel, Mr. Lars Faaborg Andersen

· Review by the Director of the European Organizations Department at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Israel, Mrs. Avivit Bar-Ilan

· Review by the Ambassador of Greece, who serves as NATO Ambassador on duty in Israel, Mr. Kostantinos Bikas

· Review on the NATO – The Development of the Organization and the Israeli Aspect – Mr. Tommy Steiner 

· Review on the European Union – Modes of operation, challenges and crisis – Dr. Maya Sion-Tzidkiyahu

· Review by the 44th Class INDC Students in regard to their service in NATO and in the European Union – Markus Schneider, Terry Leigh

 Additionally, comprehensive background information about NATO and the EU was distributed.

Administrations

1. The tour to NATO is, first and foremost, a significant learning experience, and which it is our duty to fully exhaust. Therefore, we are expected to display maximum attentiveness and interest in the various events and to hold mature and polite dialogues with the various hosts.

2. The INDC delegation represents not only the INDC, but also the State of Israel, the IDF and the different organizations that are represented in the delegation. The honor given to us by our hosts at NATO is based on the prestige of the INDC course- the high-level course in Israel for training senior officials in Israel. Please be sure to keep dignified conduct.
3. It is important to be punctual, Keep a dignified dress code (jacket and tie), listen during lectures, and address and act to those we speak with in a dignified manner.

4. It is mandatory to participate in every activity during the tour, and to avoid exiting during the lectures. Any deviation from the plan requires explicit approval from the Chief Instructor.
5. Active collaboration of students with students on duty and instructors is vital to proper conduct of the tour. Part of the duty of students on duty is to ensure readiness of the students with token, presence on the bus, the transfer of information to the students and preparation of questions for each briefing. 
6. Schedule – The departure time that will be set in the schedule is the time that the bus leaves. You must be prepared in accordance to this and take into consideration time in the elevator, loading equipment and so on. The bus will always leave on time! (It is recommended for latecomers to bring small change for taxis).
7. The list of students that will give words of gratitude along with the token appears in the visit schedule (shown below). This requires prior preparation.

8. The dress code for the whole visit will be jacket and tie.
9. Please bring with you copies of your airline ticket and your passport and keep them separately from your passport.
10. You must carry your passport and an additional ID (with a photo) at every given time of the visit (such as a driving license). In some of the places we will visit it may be required to present both.
11. Cell phones – personal responsibility. Cell phones are not allowed during lectures.
12. Health care – for first Aid - Dr. Tarif Bader. You should be equipped with medicine/medical equipment according to your needs. In an emergency we will rely on local health services.

13. Leisure hours – during leisure hours it is important to keep alert on the issue of personal security (avoid clothing with Hebrew writing, irregular transportation, etc.). The tour will be escorted by two security guards, any irregularity should be reported to them.
14. To avoid any doubts - any purchase at the hotel, including room service, is at the expense of the purchaser only. The room should not be charged for any purchases in the hotel.
15. Physical training – It is recommended to bring sportswear (with no writing in Hebrew). 

16. Transportation to the airport: on early Sunday (the night between Saturday and Sunday), 26.03.17, on 03:00, a bus will depart from the INDC to the airport. Those who would like to arrive independently should arrive at the airport by 03:30 (no refund will be given for an independent taxi to the airport).

17. Transportation back from Ben Gurion Airport to the INDC – our expected landing time is on Thursday (the night between Wednesday to Thursday), 30.03.17 at 02:40. A bus will depart from the airport to the INDC. Whoever is not interested in the transportation will be responsible for their own transportation (with no refund).
18. You must ensure that: a military ID, classified information, ammunition / other military equipment will not be on you.
19. Make sure that the bag you will be boarding with doesn’t have any sharp instruments, such as a penknife, scissors, tweezers, etc., or bottles with liquids. It is important to take with you another personal bag which can carry personal things that are minimal for two days, during the tour and in case your suitcase is delayed at the airport.
