Subj:  RECOMMENDATION FOR MOI DUTY ICO FIRST LIEUTENANT STEVE LUNDIN

1.  Lieutenant Lundin is one of the top 10% of Company Grade Officers I have ever served with, and is one of the best Logisticians, regardless of rank, that I have encountered in 19 years. He has my most enthusiastic recommendation for service as a Marine Officer Instructor.

2.  For context, I served as Lieutenant Lundin’s Battalion Commander for 15 months, during which time he was the Motor Transportation Officer, while we deployed on UDP in 2016-17. After this time, I led and mentored him indirectly as his Regimental Executive Officer for the next 12 months. Lastly, I was commissioned via the NROTC program, where my first MOI is now a Lieutenant General, so I feel I have some perspective on what is required in this billet.

Lieutenant Lundin was the top first deployment Lieutenant I had in any of my staff or logistics sections, and as such he was hand selected to serve as the Assistant Logistics Officer on the battalion’s current MEU deployment. His proficiency in his trade not only as a Motor Transport Officer, but as a Logistician in general, was not matched by any lieutenant I have encountered to date in my career. A natural problem-solver, common-sense thinker, and proactive Officer, he was able to develop and execute plans that were much more complex and sophisticated than is typical for a lieutenant. For example, he was the lead planner and executor of a battalion movement to Camp Fuji from Okinawa, which consisted of over 900 personnel, 120 different large end-items, and occupied 90% of the camp into which we moved, all while anticipating a 3-4 month stay at that location. This was as seamless an endeavor as one could hope for, and the largest part of that that is due to Steve. As a leader he took veteran SNCOs and a large team of young Marines, set his vision for success, inspired those around him, and achieved excellence both tactically, and with a noteworthy performance on two FSMAO evaluations. In short, Steve was a huge force multiplier, and one of the few people in the battalion we could not have done without.

4.  As it pertains to his potential as a Marine Officer Instructor, he is everything I think you need to be to excel in that billet. He is a complete professional, leads and inspires by not only example, but by bringing the group together via conversation and shared decision-making, and he acts and looks the part of an excellent Marine Officer. He is able to relate to Marines of all ages and ranks, while maintaining a sense of professionalism at all times. Also, he is a team-builder, who sets tough, yet achievable goals and standards for his unit. Lastly, he is a man of character, and he does the right thing in even the most trying of circumstances. As such, he had the complete trust of the Battalion leadership in everything he did. 

5.  In summary, Lieutenant Steve Lundin, is an outstanding young Officer with unlimited potential in his career. I would go out of my way to recruit him onto any team of which I am a part, and the MOI program would benefit greatly for picking him to these critical positions. A rising star in our Corps, Steve is a must-select.
