General Information
1. The National Security College will conduct a study tour in India on April 22-26, 2018. The tour will include educational tours with an emphasis on recognizing India's national security challenges through the four pillars of national security (military, society, diplomacy and economics) As well as meetings with senior members of the Indian security and defense establishment.-
2. Tour Objectives
A. Familiarity with a diverse and complex culture, with deep roots. 
B. Complex Democracy - how to manage a democratic state with different nationalities and religions.
C. Society - huge gaps in society, severe poverty alongside high classes; status of women.
D. A Political Vision - how India perceives itself in the emerging and future world structure.
E. Challenging borders, including with superpowers (China) - how to deal with the challenge.
F. Nuclear state living on the border with a nuclear state (Pakistan) – how come? 
G. Economy: What are the national economic challenges, growth rates, and class economics?
H. Strategic culture alongside traditional Indian culture - can they coexist?
I. Foreign policy - What is the inclination? Getting closer to the West? Getting closer to the East?
J. Attitude Towards Israel – Close and yet distanced relationship, friendship with Arab countries and votes against Israel at the UN.

Conduct
4. The trip to India is, first and foremost, a significant learning experience, which we must fully utilize. Therefore, we are expected to show a great deal of nationalism, attention and interest in the various events and to maintain an active, polite, and mature dialogue with the various speakers.
5. The INDC delegation represents not only the INDC but also the State of Israel, the IDF and the various organizations whose representatives are represented in the delegation. The special honor accorded to the group is based on the fact that this is the most senior course in the State of Israel for the training of officers and clerks of the highest ranking in the State of Israel. Please be respectful and show respectful behavior.
6. Be sure to adhere to the schedule and the dress code (suit and tie / uniform), and to pay attention during lectures. Notice the polite way of formulating our statements and the respectful attitude towards our interlocutors.
7. There is a duty to participation in the entire tour program, and it is important to refrain from going out during the lectures. Any deviation from the program requires explicit approval from the instructor.
8. The cooperation of the students with the student in charge and the instructors is essential for proper conduct of the tour. The student in charge will ensure, among other things, the readiness of the students with the gifts, the presence of all the students and the staff on the bus, the transfer of current information to the trainees and the preparation of questions by the students for each review.
9. Time - Departure time to be defined in the schedule is the time of the bus's departure. Please be prepared and take into account time for elevators, loading of equipment, etc. The bus was always leave on time! (For late arrivals it is recommended to bring money for taxis).
10.  The list of students who will say a few words when exchanging gifts appears on the schedule (see below). Preparing ahead of time is required.

11.  The dress code for every day appears in the schedule, please pay attention.
12.  Please bring with you copies of your flight ticket and passport, and keep them separate from your actual passport.
13.  You must carry with you at all times a passport and an additional ID (with a photo) (such as a driver's license). In some of the places we visit, we may be required to present both.
14.  Mobile phone packages - under the responsibility of the trainees. Do not bring mobile phones into lectures.
15.  Medicine - Medical supplies / medical equipment should be provided according to need, and in case of emergency, rely on the local health services.
16.  Leisure time - During leisure time, be vigilant and be alert to matters of personal security (refrain from wearing clothes with Hebrew inscriptions, traveling on unregulated transportation, etc.).
17.  For the avoidance of doubt - any purchase at the hotel, including room service, is at the expense of the purchaser only. Do not charge the room for purchases made at the hotel. 
18.  Physical training - It is recommended to bring sports clothes (as stated, without a Hebrew inscription).
19.  Transportation to the airport: On Sunday 22.4.18, at 3:00 AM, a bus will leave the INDC to the Ben-Gurion Airport. Those who are not interested in this transportation will arrive at Ben-Gurion Airport by 3:30 AM (no refund will be given for a taxi for an independent trip to Ben-Gurion airport).
20.  Transportation back to Ben-Gurion International Airport - We are expected to land in Israel on Friday (the night between Thursday and Friday), 27.4.18 at 02:25 AM. A bus from Ben-Gurion Airport to the INDC will be available for those returning. If you are not interested in this transportation, you will need to prepare independent arrangements (without receiving a refund).
21.  Make sure you do not have military certificates, classified material, laptops, ammunition, or other military equipment.
22.  Make sure that the bag taken with you to the plane does not have a sharp device in it, such as a pocket knife, scissors, tweezers, etc., or bottles with liquids. It is important to take with you another personal bag where you can carry personal equipment for a minimum of two days, both for the tour and in case your baggage is delayed at the airport.
